Middletown’s annual user fee for the trash and recycling program is $141 and the cost of
the PAYT bags will stay at $1.75 per 15 gallon bag, $2.00 per 33 gallon bag.

The $141 annual user fee entitles residents to curbside trash, recycling, seasonal yard
waste and Christmas tree collection, four annual Bulk Waste Amnesty Days, and notification
of local Eco-Depots as well as other events.

Upon receipt of your completed application, the Town will mail you a set of stickers to affix
to your carts to indicate that your household participates in the Town’s trash and recycling
program. Refuse, recycling and yard waste (including Christmas trees) will only be
collected from households who pay the user fee.

Payment must be received by October 315tin order for there to be no interruption
of service. You may also return this form and purchase stickers at the new Department of
Public Works Office (9 Berkeley Ave, Middletown) Monday-Friday, 8 a.m. - 3 p.m.

Because RIRRC has announced an increase in tipping fees at the Central Landfill, the Town of
Middletown anticipates an increase in the user fee rate for the town refuse program at some
point in the future. A exact amount can’t be given, but because of our program's emphasis on
recycling, the increase is won’t be as severe as in other communities. Middletown's PAYT
program continues to be a model on how municipalities can fairly and equitably pay for waste
removal.
Bulk waste can be disposed of by purchasing bulk waste stickers for curbside collection (cost
varies, depending on the item/items) or PAYT program participants can partake in our Bulk
Waste Amnesty Days.
Upcoming Bulk Waste Amnesty Days (the free bulk waste drop off day) will be
September 24, 2016 and November 19, 2016. The Bulk Amnesty Days were created to help
PAYT participants easily and affordably dispose of oversized items (mattresses, couches,
bikes, chairs, etc.) Call or email to schedule an appointment: 401 842-6519 or
recycling@middletownri.com.
